« The UN was established
after WWII with the aim of
preventing future wars,
succeeding League of
Nations.

* On 25 April 1945, 50
governments met in San
Francisco drafting the UN
Charter, which was adopted
on 25 June 1945.

* On 24 October 1945

officially UN began
operations. LY
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« The main bodies of the United Nations are the General Assembly, the Security
Council, the Economic and Social Council, the Trusteeship Council, the

United N atiOn S International Court of Justice, and the UN Secretariat.

+ All were established under the UN Charter when the Organization was
founded in 1945.

» Secretary General: Antonio Guterres.

* 193 member states plus 2 non member
states — obsersers: Holy See and State of
Palestina.

» The Security Council which is principal
organ responsible for international
security, consists of fifteen members, of
which five are permanent: China, France,
Russia, the United Kingdom, and the
United States (the great powers that were
the victors of World War II - or their
successor states).
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» Peacekeeping and security

» The North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (fr. Organization
du Traité de l'Atlantique Nord,
OTAN) - military Alliance
formed on August 24 1949, as a
result the North Atlantic Treaty
signed on April 4 1949.

The main purpose of NATO's
existence at the time of its
creation was military defense
against attack by the USSR and
its satellite states (since 1955
against its structure of the
Warsaw Pact).
